Travel Report – Tony Durning

· Mike Freed – U8 Academy – Designed for 6,7,8 to give them playing experience, to get younger kids ready for travel, has had cancellations due to weather, 2 sessions so far this year due to weather, welcome travel coaches to help with academy

· Goalkeeper training – had 6 full sessions, Mike Freed is looking for feedback on the training to determine if valuable to continue or not.  General discussion

· Mike Hofkin – there has been a change, UP Lacrosse has booked Tues and Thurs nights from Nov to March, this will leave the Club with Mon, Friday and weekends (Saturday and Sunday)
· Mike Long – has anyone contacted other facilities for use of space?  Tony – has had discussions with Bill,  Mike Long – we can't move outdoor practice to indoor with the time change because we don’t have enough time allocation

· Ken P – School Board follows policies and procedures – we need to insure we follow them as well, need to timely submit request for use  
· General discussion continues, Need to insure we reserve space as early in school year as possible in the future

· Phillips Field – folks were upset that we used the back field after seeding it, Mike H – it was an emergency due to weather conditions- Ken provides additional information

NEW BUSINESS:
· Mike Long – can we have the turf fields assigned as home fields for large sided  teams next year?  Tony we will discuss for next year.  Discussion of the fact that we will need to revisit registration fees next year (Local travel lacrosse charges +$400)

· Nominations for Open Positions on Board for 2012/13.  The open positions for this period include – Vice President, Intramural, Webmaster, Secretary and Auxillary Chairperson

· Kelly nominates Dusti Fisher for Auxillary Chair, Dusti accepts nomination

· Dusti nominates Christie Schneidt for Secretary, Christie accepts nomination
· Indoor Travel team practice for the fall season - We are attempting to supply time for indoor practices for the Fall season travel teams.   We have been informed by the UPSD that the Lacrosse teams have already reserved Tuesdays and Thursdays and that the only nights that are open to VSC are Mondays and Fridays.   Since the janitorial staff will now not open the building until 6:30pm (previously they would open at 6pm) we can have 2 one and half hour sessions per night (4 sessions per week), however, the late slot is problematic since the younger teams cannot practice at that time.  We currently have 7 teams still actively practicing and only 4 slots per week.  The proposal is to reserve and pay for space on the weekends to allow for enough practice slots.  Costs to teams will be approx $158 for 7 weeks which includes rental of a porta potty.   General discussion.
· Winter leagues – We have been in contact with Buxmont  Sports in Horsham and are looking into having teams play in their 10 game second session (starts week of Jan23rd and has a playoff).  Buxmont has agreed to give VSC a $200 discount per team (normal registration fees are $1095/team).  Coaches need to decide quickly and get back to the Travel Coordinator if they want to register and be included.   General Discussion

· Winter league Indoor practice – Tony Durning is looking into options for indoor practice time since the Indoor intramural program will be taking up a large chunk of time on the weekends at the Ed center.  Discussions are ongoing with local churches and elementary schools to determine if there is indoor space available to us.  General discussion.
