Field and Facilities Shane Wismer 

· Fields are very dry
· Recommendation is to wait until spring to get fields aerated and seeded (because fields are being used, and ground is too hard) One quote received, waiting for second quote

· No vandalism, etc reported

· Paperwork received  for use of UPSD Admin building for indoor

· Karen asked – when can we start using the Admin Building?  Shane – Dec to March is when we have asked to use the facility, Karen – Is there any reason we can’t start using the indoor facility in Oct or Nov? – Shane - this if the first year we used the facility prior to Jan, normal procedure is that practice usually ends when it starts getting dark out early.  David – teams can practice on Sunday instead of during the week 

·  Mike – Is Phillips field going to be cut?  Shane – there isn’t anything there to cut, only very small patches back near the woods

· Shane– We should discuss other options/vendors for lawn mowing for next year

· Shane    Township has event at Camelot fields this weekend on Saturday.  We can still use the soccer fields for games this weekend

· Mike - Discussion about use of fields and if we can start seeding/aerating now.

Treasurer’s  – Brad Case, Treasurer  -

· Including cash and inventory (uniforms/patches) in the Treasurer’s report
· Brad – Will need help with taxes this year, as he is not sure how to handle M Grant money, etc.  Brad will be engaging outside accountant this year.  In the past he did it himself.

· Question – What are we doing with M Grant money?  We are tracking it separately and will report it cumulative basis

· David - Elections coming up in Fall, President, Treasurer, 2nd VP travel and Fields and Facilities – will be looking for volunteers
NEW BUSINESS: 

· Karen – Researched the possibility of renting a storage facility for inventory (uniforms, trophies, balls, snack stand stuff, etc.)  Inquired at Macoby Storage, cost would be $60 per month for 5X10 space, Brad: Should we consider buying a storage shed as it would be one time cost.  Discussion continued on pros/cons of both options

· Karen – What is the use of proceeds for fundraisers procedure for team fundraisers?   General Discussion – 

· Decision 100% of fundraisers that are sponsored by an individual team will go to that individual team
· Tony – If sponsorships are 80/20, what does the 20% go towards?  Answer: The 20% goes towards general travel.  General discussion about which part of the club (intramural/travel) pays which bills (insurance/taxes,electricity, waste removal, etc)

· Karen – General interest was raised by adults if there would be a night that adults could use the UPSD Admin Building for pickup games, David: Have to wait to see how the intramural indoor games are scheduled.  If there is a night open, that would be fine.  General discussion – We need to insure we have insurance waivers signed for any adult who play at either Phillips or UPSD Admin Building,  Ken will insure insurance waivers are signed for all adults 
· Kelly  -Clive and Tracy Magicians are willing to do a magic show where VSC and the Magicians split the proceeds.  General discussion continues.   Need to find a venue to hold the magic show.  General thought is the East Greenville Fire Company.  Thought would be to require each travel player to sell a certain number of tickets.  Thought is to try to schedule a show in the autumn with proceeds going to travel and another in spring with proceeds going to intramural.  Mike asks Kelly if she will be the coordinator and take the lead in organizing this…Kelly says yes.  
· David asks for motion to approve magic show fundraiser, Mike motions and Beth approves.

· Kelly – Family Fun Day is coming together at the UPHS.  Should we consider trying a bake sale at that event.  General discussion continues, thought is that this event is more of any information event, can’t sell
· Brad: Have we decided what to do with Ritas fundraising money?  David: No

· Mike: Halloween Parade – Who is responsible for registering the Club for participation in the parade?  General discussion continues.  Date is Sunday, October 24th.  Club will register for Halloween Parade.  David: suggests Teams wear their jersey shirts  

· David: Proposes we purchase new Valley Soccer magnets.  Jacki suggests vinyl for vehicle windows.  Magnets are priced - $2 per magnet, we will sell for $5.  
· Motion to purchase 250 magnets Beth, seconded by Mike, all in favor
